The structure and requirements for thesis:
1. Length of the thesis – up to 5 pages in A4 format  (297x210 mm), orientation – Book;

2. Margins: top, bottom and right – 15 mm, left – 20 mm;

3. Font – Times New Roman, font size – 14, line spacing – 1.5, style – Normal;

4. The first line – name of the area of research;

5. The second line – surname and initials of the author (font – bold, italic, centered);

6. The third line – (font – italic, centered) scientific degree, academic title, position, educational institution (line spacing – 1.5);

7. The next paragraph – the title of report (font – bold, centered, in capital letters);

8. Then comes your thesis, justified with 10 mm left indentation.
